Sunday 7th May 2023 — Fifth Sunday in Eastertide
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The Pope points out that there are three doors we need to open if we
want to know Jesus. Reflecting on the first of these doors, i.e. prayer, the
Pope said that “study alone without prayer is useless. The great
theologians do theology on their knees”. For, he said, if “by study we
advance a little, without prayer we will never know Jesus”.

Regarding the second door, 1.e. celebration, the Bishop of Rome said that
prayer alone “is also not enough”. For “the joy of celebration is needed
as well: celebrating Jesus in the Sacraments, for it is there that he gives
us life, nourishes us, comforts us, makes a covenant with us, gives us a
mission. Without the celebration of the Sacraments we will not arrive at
the knowledge of Jesus; and this [celebration] belongs to the Church”.

Finally, to open the third door, i.e. the Imitation of Christ, the Pope
advised that we take up the Gospels in order to discover there what
[Jesus] did, what his life was like, what he told us, what he taught us”,
in order to “seek to imitate him”.

Passing through these three doors means “entering into the mystery of
Jesus”, Pope Francis said. Indeed, “we can only come to know him if we
are able to enter into his mystery”. And we need not be afraid of doing
so. The Pope therefore concluded his reflection inviting those present to
consider “over the course of the day what the door of prayer is like in my
life” ... but true prayer, he said, “the prayer of the heart”.
